Photolife gives a “free delivery”
period of approximately three weeks from the date the Photo Keys are dispatched to the
School.

* If you miss getting your order in before the expiry date, then your order will be dispatched
to the address typed in by the person placing the order. A $6.00 postage and packing
charge is automatically applied.
